APPLICATION INFORMATION FOR STUDENT FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE


All students who present papers at the Tuna Conference are eligible to be considered for the Manual Caboz Memorial Scholarship and the Tuna Conference Scholarship.  These scholarships are presented for the best student papers and are awarded by a review committee prior to the Conference.  A limited number of additional student scholarships may also be provided depending upon fund availability.  Scholarships usually cover the registration fee (US $60.00) and room and board at the shared-room rate.  

Scholarships will be awarded based on scientific merit, the student’s potential, and the paper’s relevance to the conference theme “Where’s the fish”. It is important to note that the paper’s relevance to the conference theme is only one of the decision criteria and papers on any appropriate subject are welcome.


To apply for a scholarship, please send an abstract of your paper, and describe your research goals and proposed presentation at the Tuna Conference.  Include verification of your current status as a university student, a brief academic and professional background of yourself, and a list of people who can be contacted for references regarding your work.  Please describe the status and contribution of any co-authors, since papers with non-student co-authors are not given equal consideration with papers authored solely by students.  If you anticipate having other sources for financial assistance to attend the Conference, please state the type and approximate amount of the funding.  This information may influence the amount of financial assistance awarded, but will not affect a student's eligibility for the scholarships.  Materials must be received by December 1st, 2004.  Awards will be announced in January 2005.
